Results 2019 
 

In term 3 a selection of our students in years 4-8 completed the Reach 
and ICAS writing assessments. The students were asked to write a 
persuasive text this year and are then marked accordingly to a specific 
criteria. ​The two tests are 21st century quality assessments and 
students were selected based upon if they are exceeding the curriculum 
in writing for their year level. These tests help teachers gain an 
understanding of where individual students are succeeding and of any 
areas where they may need more focused and purposeful development. 
It also provides an insight to how our students at St Anne’s perform 
against their peers nationally. This year we had a number of our 
children who performed well and they will receive their certificates at an 
upcoming assembly.
